Hurricane Season Will Be Here Soon

If you live in an assisted living facility or nursing home, your staff will care for you during a storm.  If you don’t and would like some help, please complete a Special Care Shelter Application.

The Lee County Special Care Shelter Program will assist with transportation to a Special Care Shelter before a hurricane and will provide care at the shelter during the storm.  You must register before the storm to receive this help.

Even if you registered for the Special Care Shelter Program last year, you must register again for this year.  Please register early because you will not be able to register within the 5-day forecast cone.

You may receive a Special Care Shelter Application by calling Debbie Quimby at Lee County Emergency Management at (239) 533-3640.  If Debbie is away from her desk, please leave a message and she or someone else from Emergency Management will return the call.  Emergency Management will send you an application and can provide information, advice and answers to any questions you might have concerning the Special Care Shelters and transportation to them.

Please bring your caregiver to the shelter with you.  If you don’t have a caregiver, please alert Emergency Management before the storm so further arrangements can be made for you.

You will not be able to checkout library materials or Download Depot items if you owe $80.00 or more on your library card account.
Materials that are overdue four (4) weeks or more will be charged to your account. 

Books-by-Mail patrons are still exempt from late charges. When materials are overdue four (4) weeks or more and are returned to our collection in good condition, your account balance will decrease. 

To avoid interruption of your Books-by-Mail service, please be sure to return your materials monthly by the due date.
