· To save money, we no longer have a postage machine.  For those of you who receive green bags, your bags are being sent to our county mailroom for postage.  Because all of you are exempt from late charges, the extra day or two in shipment should not cause concern unless you are running out of material, so as always, please call before you run out.

· If you receive books from other libraries that must be returned in two weeks and you receive them in a green bag, I will extend your loan period to three weeks if the lending library allows. · If you would like the red bag service so you won’t need to pay postage or have someone return your bag to the library, please call for a red bag or Free Matter Postal Provision application.  You must have it signed by a medical professional stating that you have low vision and/or trouble holding a book or turning a page.  Regular print cannot be shipped in a red bag regardless of certification.
· In order to save money, we now have new bag ties.  They may take some getting used too, but we will be using them from now on.
· Lee County employees will be taking furlough days in the future.  As always, if I am gone or away from my desk, please leave a message on my voicemail or email and I will return your call.
· Please return your bags, especially the green bags – we are running low and our budget for replacing them is limited.

Agatha Award winner Andrews’ latest wacky caper finds our heroine Meg pregnant, but that is not stopping her from solving the murder of Jean Wright. THE MIDNIGHT HOUSE by Alex Berenson CDB & LT
An assassin is targeting members of the now disbanded Task Force 673, an American terrorist interrogation unit.  CIA agent John Wells is assigned to find the assassin and along the way uncovers a murderous plot carried out by field agents to successfully identify their boss as the heir apparent for promotion in the ever expanding American intelligence network.
THE WEED THAT STRINGS THE HANGMAN’S BAG by Alan Bradley CDB & LT
11-year-old sleuth Flavia returns once again busy with her laboratory in her 1950s English home.  This time she solves the murder of an electrocuted puppet master who came to town to present Jack and the Beanstalk.

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THE PASSAGE by Justin Cronin CDB

A virus infects humanity leaving only mutant survivors.  What is left of the human race, the “virals”, are vampires that glow in the dark.  As they try to survive in this new brutal reality, they are faced with one final threat that could destroy them all.

BREAKFAST WITH SCOTT by Michael Downing LT

Recently made into a movie and now available on DVD as well as LT, this is a heartfelt and funny tale of two gay men who take in an 11-year-old boy after the death of his mother.  As they adjust to their new roles, the couple learns the joys of parenthood as their new son finds he has a home.
SPIES OF THE BALKANS by Alan Furst CDB & LT

Greece 1940 and the stage is set for WWII.  Greece is at war with Italy and Costa Zannis, a policeman in the Greek port of Salonika, helps Jewish refugees seeking passage to neutral Turkey.  Zannis joins forces with another cop, Pavlic, and together they help support a fledgling group of amateur spies.
STAY A LITTLE LONGER by Dorothy Garlock LT
Rachel is busy being a mother to her orphaned niece when her sister dies and her brother-in-law does not come home from WWI.  Caring for her mother who refuses to leave her bedroom and for her niece while trying to fend off a predatory banker from taking their home leaves Rachel little time for intrigue until a stranger comes to town. 

THE SOLITUDE OF PRIMARY NUMBERS by Paolo Giordano LT

Alice who was crippled in a skiing accident and Mattia who played an innocent but important part in the disappearance of her sister become friends.  Suffering such tragedies in childhood, they are drawn together as teenagers and begin an uncomfortable relationship.  This is a literary drama concerning the healing power and limitations of friendship.
THE RED QUEEN by Philippa Gregory CDB & LT
In her newest historical novel on the War of the Roses, Gregory retells the events through the eyes of Margaret Beaufort, mother of Henry VII.  From the innocent 11-year-old to the political savvy courtier who enables her son to become king, Beaufort gives an entertaining perspective on well-known British history.
STAR ISLAND by Carl Hiaasen CDB & LT
Star at Jailbait Records and full-time drug user Cherry Pye finally checks herself in to rehab.  Fearing the bad publicity, Cherry enlists the help of her mother, producer and stunt double to create the illusion the she is up and about and not in rehab.  Hiaasen fans will not be disappointed.
SOLAR by Ian McEwan CDB & LT
Physicist and Nobel Prize winner Michael Beard enjoys an easy life of lecturing and at the moment is not committed to anything including his fifth marriage.  When his marriage begins to fall apart, he takes up a research assignment styled like the Manhattan Project that created the bomb only this time scores of specialists will meet in the New Mexico desert to solve global warming.  As he works to save humanity, he hopes to impress his wife and win her back.
THE REMBRANDT AFFAIR by Daniel Silva CDB & LT
In a world full of greedy people, the fine art and intelligence communities collide.  Master art restorer and assassin Gabriel takes a holiday in Cornwall with his beautiful wife Chiara only to cut the trip short to pursue a murderer and a stolen Rembrandt.  The chase takes him to Amsterdam, Buenos Aires and Lake Geneva.  Along the way, he encounters a famous London journalist, a thief with a conscience and a philanthropist with a dark agenda. 
FLY AWAY HOME by Jennifer Weiner CDB & LT
Senator Richard Woodruff’s extramarital affair makes the news along with the personal lives of his wife and two adult children.  The glare of the spotlight forces Sylvie, the long-suffering wife and her two daughters, one a physician, the other a recovering drug addict to reevaluate their lives.
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BILLY GRAHAM: HIS LIFE AND INFLUENCE by David Aikman LT
Former senior correspondent for Time magazine Aikman examines the early influence of Graham and how those personal experiences enabled him to exert his own influence on powerful people; both American and around the world.  Rising to power during a time of cultural domestic upheaval and conflict overseas, Graham had a profound effect socially in this country and on foreign policy.  
MENNONITE IN A LITTLE BLACK DRESS: A MEMOIR OF GOING HOME by Rhoda Janzen LT
With self-deprecating humor and unflinching honesty, poet and English professor Janzen shares with us the worst week of her life.  After her husband leaves her, she is seriously injured in a car wreck.  Needing help, she moves in with her Mennonite parents.  This is a great reading if you want to learn about the Mennonite culture and for anyone who loves coming-of-age stories.
I KNOW WHERE I’M GOING: KATHARINE HEPBURN, A PERSONAL BIOGRAPHY by Charlotte Chandler LT

A portrait of the Hollywood icon draws on interviews conducted by the author during the 1970s and 1980s with the actress and her famous costars, covering Hepburn’s marriage, her affair with Spencer Tracy and her brother’s suicide.
THE SELECTED POEMS OF HENRY WADSORTH LONGFELLOW LT
We have a new classic in our Large Print collection.  If you love poetry, you should check it out.  We have more poetry in large print and on CD book. OPERATION MINCEMEAT: HOW A DEAD MAN AND A BIZZARE PLAN FOOLED THE NAZIS AND ASSURED AN ALLIED VICTORY by Ben Macintyre CDB
While the Allies planned for the invasion of Sicily, a briefcase full of forged documents was planted with a dead body to be found by the Nazis.  The bogus operation plans to penetrate Greece and Sardinia fooled Hitler himself.  This is a true story that reads like fiction.  

LAST CALL: THE RISE AND FALL OF PROHIBITION by Daniel Okrent CDB & LT
Okrent explores the temperance movement and the roots of anti-immigrant sentiment in the early 1900s which lead to the ratification of the Eighteenth Amendment giving rise to organized crime which ultimately led to the amendment’s repeal.
THE LAST STAND: CUSTER, SITTING BULL AND THE BATTLE OF THE LITTLE BIGHORN by Nathan Philbrick CDB & LT
Not only will you get to know the major players as people instead of icons, you’ll get to know most of the 7th Cavalry as well.  Written more like fiction, you don’t need to like history to love this book.  Along with the action, Philbrick argues that not only was this Custer’s last stand, but it was also the end of an era and the end of the Native Plains Americans who then faced cultural obliteration.
THE BLACK SWAN: SECOND EDITION: THE IMPACT OF THE HIGHLY IMPROBABLE by Nassim Nicholas Taleb CDB
Financial trader Taleb explains statistical economic forecasting and actually makes for a fun read.  He argues why many forecast models fail and why most humans misinterpret the data.
